Big Game Contest Rules

Revised January 2010

To be eligible for the Big Game and Bowhunter of the year, a picture of you and the animal MUST accompany all harvest reports!!!!!

1. Harvest reports must be signed and turned into the club secretary by DECEMBER 31, of the year to be eligible for any of the contests or awards given at the banquet.

2. Hunter of the Year Rules and Big Game Rules require Idaho Harvests only.
3. Elk, Deer, Antelope, Cougar, Bear, Carp, Wolf, and Turkey contests entries require a harvest report by December 31, of that year.  Wolf, Bear, Cougar, Elk, Deer, and Antelope must be measured at the Banquet by a BCB Member.
4. To be eligible for the Big Turkey contest you must have:

a. Complete harvest report

b. A clear picture of you and the bird

c. A witness who can verify beard and spur length

d. Total of spur length + beard length = THE WINNER

5. In order to be eligible for the Big Carp contest you must have:

a. Completed harvest report

b. A clear picture of you with the fish

c. A picture of the fish on scale with readout or a printed readout of the weight of the fish from a certified scale

d. Total of weight + length = THE WINNER

e. A witness’ signature for length + weight is required

6. You must be entered in the contest prior to opening day of the season for that animal for that year.

7. There will be no exceptions to the rules of these contests to be eligible to win.  You must meet ALL the contest requirements!

8. In catergories where more than one legal tag is available, only the FIRST harvest of that species may be entered in the BIG Game Contest, however for the Bow Hunter of the Year, all legal harvest will collect points.  For example if you harvest two turkeys, then only the first one counts towards the Big Game Contest, but both would count towards Bow Hunter of the Year.
9. The BCB Board will set up a time prior to the Banquet for the official scoring of all harvest reports turned in for contests except for ones that will be scored at the banquet.  Measurements will be completed by BCB Board to determine the winners of each catergory.

10. ALL harvest reports must be completed thoroughly; any incomplete reports will be considered void.

11. REMEMBER- These contests are for fun-  We still need to practice safe and ethical hunting………
